Infant Crisis Services
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No Baby Should Go Hungry

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he problem of hunger in Oklahoma has been pretty

well documented. A quarter of the citizens of our

state are worried they won't be able to afford food
sometime in the next year. OK, | get that. Hunger is a by-
product of poverty. So, we need to put people to work, so they
can afford to eat.

Another survey, done recently, says 91 percent of us feel
no one in America should go hungry. The fact people in
Oklahoma, or anywhere else for that matter, are hungry is
tragic. But, let me throw this fact at you. One in four children
in Oklahoma live in poverty. Say that again! 25 percent of the
children in Oklahoma between the ages of 0-48 maonths are
hungry? Wait a minute! As an adult, I'm going to find a way to
get something to eat. But, how is an infant, or a two year old,
or a four year old going to find a way to get something to eat?
Babies don't get to make choices. Babies have no choice at all,
Infant Crisis Services has been addressing that very problem for
the past 27 years.

Infant Crisis Services, a registered 501 (c) (3), that receives
no state, federal, or United Way funding, provides food,
formula, diapers and other essential items to babies and
toddlers during the first 48 months of the child’s life. Miki
Farris is the Executive Director of Infant Crisis Services. Farris’
life experiences led to her becoming co-founder of Infant Crisis
Services as part of a Sunday School project at Westminster
Presbyterian Church. “| can't imagine anything worse than

not being able to provide for your child,” Farris said. Studies
show the negative effects of a baby or toddler not being fed
properly are long lasting. Hunger impedes a child's growth and
development. Hunger causes a child more iliness. When a child
is hungry, they don't do well in schoal. The American Academy
of Pediatrics says, 80 percent of brain development occurs
during the first three years of a child’s life,

Since 1984, Farris and her board of directors have been
doing the research, developing the plan, dreaming, hoping
and expanding.

Ten years aqo, at the suggestion of a board member, a Teen
Associate Board was created, 36 students from 12 high schools
make up the Teen Associate Board. From the beginning, the
young people showed enthusiasm and desire. "It was like
getting a shot of B12,” said Farris. "They love being here, they
love playing with the kids. They do some unbelievable work.”

Alexandra McLendon, 18, a senior at Heritage Hall High
School, is president of the Teen Board. "When you are here,
you are in a community of people working toward one goal
and that is taking care of that baby,” McLendon said. As part
of her high school education, McLendon needed community
service hours. She and her mother started researching
organizations where she could possibly volunteer. Infant Crisis
Services seemed like the right fit. McLendon said, "It is worth
it to know | spend six hours a week helping to make sure this
biaby is not hungry.”
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Getting young people involved is just part of the vision
far Infant Crisis Services. Another part of the vision is to
take their services to people who can't get to the main
location at 4224 North Lincoln Boulevard in Oklahoma
City. Transportation is a huge challenge for folks who are
impoverished. In August 2010, Infant Crisis Services opened
a branch location at Integris Southwest Medical Center and
another branch at Variety Care Family Health on 10th Street.

At Infant Crisis Services, it is all about the child. Every
baby has a different story. The reasons a parent or a
grandparent would need to visit Infant Crisis Services are as
varied as the Oklahoma weather, Unemployment, divorce,
medical emergency, incarceration, homelessness are just a
few of the circumstances that can lead to becoming a single
parent or sole car giver,

On April 12, 2011, Teresa made her first trip to Infant
Crisis Services. Teresa lost her job in January 2011,
Then, life dealt her another hand and she became the
grandmother to an eight month old baby boy. When Teresa,
not even middle-aged, became the primary care giver she
had one baby bottle, one diaper, and one outfit.

“This is a very nice facility. When | walked in, | was
greeted by warm faces and friendly people,” Teresa said. This
was all new to Teresa. She wasn't expecting to be taking care
of a newborn. She needed help and she knew it. “There was
just a certain way they approached me that didn’t make me
feel needy. They understood | needed help and they gave it
to me.” Teresa said. “I'm thankful beyond words.”

Teresa isn't the only one who needs help. Infant Crisis
Services helps more than 1,000 babies a month. Farris
said, "Our vision is that no baby goes to bed hungry in our
community, in our state, and in our nation. | know that is
big, but we want to start in our community,” iﬂl‘l
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2= The idea of Infant Crisis Services going out of business
would be great, It is not realistic, but a great idea, So, until
they have no more customers, Infant Crisis Services will
continue to accept the responsibility of being a safety net to
families who need their services; Farris said, "Nothing gives
me more joy than to hold a baby, | have already asked God
to let me be a designated baby rocker in heaven.”

Added to this hope is the institute’s newest tool in the
battle to fight cancer. The Multidisciplinary Cancer Clinic was
developed to provide a focused approach to the treatment
options of gastrointestinal cancers and to ensure a full
spectrum of complementary care to the newly established
INTEGRIS Gastrointestinal Center located on the INTEGRIS
Cancer Institute of Oklahoma Proton campus.

With medical oncologists, radiation oncologists,
radiologists, gastroenterologists and colorectal surgeons,
patients and their families have access to a team that maps
out all available treatment options. And because the entire
treatment team is at one location, patients can receive all
consultations and evaluations in one or two days rather
than waiting weeks between appointments, decreasing the
amount of time from diagnosis to treatment and the anxiety
one faces during the wait.

Through the Multidisciplinary Cancer Clinic, patients have
the benefit of having an entire team of dedicated specialists
discuss, evaluate and share their ideas, which gives the patient
the latest and greatest treatments and thinking,

A patient may be referred to the Multidisciplinary Cancer
Clinic by their primary care physician, gastroenterclogist or
oncologist, or they may self-refer. Once a patient is identified
as appropriate for the clinic, the center's patient navigator
will develop and present a patient summary and clinic agenda
to the center's physicians and care team for discussion of
treatment options,

The patient and family members are then scheduled to
attend the multidisciplinary clinic for assessment and consult
with the physician care team of gastroenterologists, colorectal
surgeons, radiation oncologists, medical oncologists,
transplant surgeons, and radiology and interventional radiology
operational care team members to discuss all available
treatment options, The patient navigator will then guide the
patient through treatment and monitor the process. fon
